Revelation of Ross W. LeBaron  8-7-74 commited [sic] 

to writing Sat on that day as I can best remember 

he spoke it just prior to writing it down.

Through the 

atonement of Christ salvation is offered as a free 

Gift to all those who demonstrate that they 

will living live accordingly. 

 It is the Primary purpose of the Church of 

the Firstborn to offer mankind exaltation 

by opening to their minds a knowledge of the 

Laws and ordinances of the “Holy Order of God”

through the authority of the priesthood that they 

might have the privledge [sic] of entering into their 

exaltation.”

Revelation of Ross W. LeBaron, received on August 7, 1974, and committed to writing 

on that day as I, Fred C. Collier, can best remember. Ross spoke it just prior to me 

writing it down. 

 

[1] A man obtains the right to salvation through demonstrating that he is willing to live 

harmoniously in a society which is governed by the priesthood of God. 

 

[2] A man obtains exaltation by organizing a society of his own under the priesthood, 

and according to the laws and ordinances of the Holy Order of God, the same as all 

Gods have done before us. 

 

[3] It is the primary purpose of the Church of Jesus Christ to offer salvation to all 

mankind by teaching them the necessary social laws of love and respect, which when 

incorporated into our lives, enable us to live in a state of harmony in the Kingdom of 

God.  Through the atonement of Christ, salvation is offered as a free gift to all those 

who demonstrate that they will live accordingly. 

 

[4] It is the primary purpose of the Church of the Firstborn to offer mankind exaltation 

by opening to their minds a knowledge of the laws and ordinances of the Holy Order of 

God; and also by offering them an opportunity to receive the same through the 

authority of the priesthood, that they might have the privlege of entering into their 

exaltation.
